FHEEZZBE The Chiba Air Raids
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From July to August of the year 1944, after the American army occupied the Mariana Islands (Saipan, Guam, Tinian), air raids on the Japanese mainland started with
Boeing B29 aircrafts from the American army that flew from the Mariana Islands. The attacks started with main cities such as Tokyo, Kawasaki, Yokohama, Nagoya,
Osaka, Kobe, etc., before gradually moving on to regional towns and cities.

Chiba city was subject to several large air raids, but air raids by the American army that specifically targeted Chiba City occurred on June 10th and July 7th, 1945. As a
result of these two air raids, approximately 70% (231 hectares) of the city’s residential area was burnt down. There were 1,595 casualties, 8,904 damaged houses, and
41,212 victims. (For reference, the populatlon at the end of December in 1945 was 95,903.)
