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In 1995, 50 years after the end of World War II and the Chiba Air Raids, the City erected a memorial statue in front of the east exit of Keisei Chiba Chuo Station
to concretely express its goals as stated in its “City of Peace Declaration.”

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Details of the Commemorative Statue

- Title: Future Supporters

- Purpose of piece The piece expresses people supporting each other while respecting and trusting each other.

The first level has someone with their foot firmly on the ground, lifting and supporting a young person on the second level. The third level features a woman

twirling in the wind, and the top-most level has a child glittering gently in the wind and sunlight.

The “future” lies in people harmonizing with and helping each other, and moving “freely” while being supported by peace.
